 Key Insights: Limited access to basic amenities, underutilization of government 

schemes, and gaps in digital literacy. 

 Challenges Identified: Issues like inadequate sanitation, lack of healthcare access, 

and youth unemployment. 

 Future Action Plans: Recommendations included promoting skill development, 

improving health and sanitation awareness, and increasing digital access. 

This presentation highlighted the students' deep involvement and provided actionable 

insights to support future rural development under the UBA initiative.
