After the successful World Record achievement of the “Oru Kaipidi 

Arisi” (A Handful of Rice) initiative, the Lions Club of Indra Ganesan and 

the Unnat Bharat Abhiyan (UBA) unit of Indra Ganesan College of 

Engineering carried out a series of impactful distribution programs across 

Tiruchirappalli on 19.03.26 

The rice collected through the collective contributions of 3,000 students 

was distributed to various welfare centers, transforming a symbolic gesture 

into tangible community support.

 Al-Hudha Orphanage: The initiative reached out to the children of the 

orphanage, spreading care and ensuring they receive proper 

nourishment through the generous contributions of the student 

community. 

 Loubra Blind Disabled Welfare Centre: The team extended their 

service to the differently-abled community, reinforcing the institution's 

commitment to inclusive social welfare. 

 Local Communities in Need: In addition to these centers, the 

outreach included identified underprivileged families to ensure the 

spirit of "sharing a handful" reached the grassroots level.
