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REPORT ON FREE MEDICAL CAMP & NSS ACTIVITIES 

Date: 19-04-2026 

Location: Madharam Village, Edulabad Division, Ghatkesar Circle 

A Free Medical Camp was successfully organized on 19th April 2026 at Madharam Village 

under the Unnat Bharat Abhiyan initiative by Samskruti Group of Institutions, in association 

with Spoorthi Organization and with the support of SV Physio & Rehabilitation Center. 

A total of 20 NSS student volunteers and 5 staff members actively participated in the program 

and contributed to its successful execution. 

Activities Conducted: 

1. Free Medical Camp 

 General health check-ups were conducted for villagers, including BP, sugar, and basic 

health screening.  

 Free medicines were distributed based on doctors’ prescriptions.  

 Basic physiotherapy consultations were provided for patients with joint and muscle 

issues.  

 Health awareness was created regarding hygiene, nutrition, and preventive care.  

 Special attention was given to elderly people, women, and children.  

 Villagers were guided on when to seek further medical treatment if required.  
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2. Household Survey 

 NSS volunteers conducted door-to-door surveys covering multiple households.  

 Collected data on health conditions, sanitation facilities, education, and living standards.  

 Identified key issues faced by villagers such as drinking water, waste disposal, and 

healthcare access.  

 Created awareness about government schemes and health programs.  

 Strengthened interaction and trust between students and the rural community.  
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3. Swachh Bharat Activities 

 Cleanliness drive conducted in public places, streets, and surroundings.  

 Removal of waste and awareness on proper waste disposal methods.  

 Educated villagers on maintaining personal hygiene and clean surroundings.  

 Promoted the importance of sanitation to prevent diseases.  

 Encouraged community participation in keeping the village clean.  
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4. Plantation Drive 

 Saplings were planted in selected areas of the village.  

 Awareness was created on environmental protection and the importance of greenery.  

 Villagers were encouraged to take responsibility for nurturing the plants.  

 Promoted the concept of “Each One Plant One Tree.”  

 Contribution towards improving ecological balance and future sustainability.
