SURVEY IN THE BEALADI-SALHAPUR

IIT Roorkee under UBA carried out survey in the Bealadi-Salhapur village during October —December
2019. The objective of the survey was to obtain the information of present scenario of the village, the
availability of resources and major issues related to these resources, basic infrastructure and amenities
in the village. In the village, entire population depends upon the hand pumps for fulfilment of their daily
water needs. More than 96% households in the village have their own installed hand pumps. The TDS
of drinking water 400-450, which is harmful for health. During the survey, it was found that the availability
of clean drinking water is one of the major issue in the village which leads to water borne diseases. The
groundwater is hard and salty. There is a need to educate and create awareness among local
community on utilizing low cost methods to improve the quality of drinking water.

No health centre is available in the village. No para-medical staff and health workers are available in
the village. In case of emergency, local people have to take the patient to the nearest hospital in Roorkee
which is already crowded and overburdened with the patients. The lack of infrastructure in the village
for sanitation causes frequent occurrence of multiple diseases and health problems. It has been
informed by the village community that due to low quality drinking water and lack of hygiene conditions,
diarrhea, hepatitis, typhoid and many other water borne disease are frequently occurring in the area.
There is no proper drainage system in the village as a result there is mosquito breeding particularly
during the monsoon season causing serious health problems. Also, no proper solid waste management
system in the village is available in the village and garbage waste are openly being dumped alongside
of the streets.
